Address on the State of the Nation to the Legislative, Judicial, and Executive Council of Tribal Chieftains and to the Citizens of the Native American Tribal Republic of Timucua

Greetings Ladies, Gentlemen and fellow Countrymen,


I'm happy to be addressing you today on our anniversary of our first full year of independence.  It has certainly been a year full of joyous times and challenges that many of us never would have expected to be facing.  


 At this time we find ourselves recovering from one of the most trying economic crises since the Great Depression of the 1930's.  This economic recession has hit our nation very hard since about 95% of our trade and economic activity is tied to the economy of the United States of America.  As a result of this we have been forced to be resourceful and innovative in our approaches to dealing with these challenges.  The Government of Timucua has assisted many of you in the ways that it possibly could with its limited resources.  Whether this was through employment reference advise, economic trade assistance through the bartering network or through other means available to the Government we provided all the help we could.  We will continue to provide this assistance to our citizens as the Government is able to do so within a balanced deficit free budget of its available resources.  


This nation has been blessed in many ways over the last year in spite of some of our goals going unmet.  We have been blessed to name a representative, Dr. David Burkart, as our representative to the Conch Republic, and the Seminole and Miccosukee tribes in the Sovereign State of Florida.  We have also begun talks with other representatives in other countries which should develop into more recognition for our nation in the near future.  We have been blessed to have a functioning program in place for issuing National Citizen ID Cards.  We have also been blessed in having our nation recognizable when looking for us upon the Internet.  When people now look on Internet search engines, they are able to find more about our people.   These are many of the blessings we have enjoyed from the Great Father.


On other matters however some goals that we intended to achieve haven't been able to be completed yet due to the challenges we have had to face with the economic recession we have been going through.  Our business network has not yet been completely put together through the fledgling Office of Commerce and Economic Development.  Our passport program has faced some hurdles that it is still needing to overcome.  Our program for our currency has faced some issues as well that have prevented us from completing this goal.  These goals however will soon be met in the next 6 to 8 months by the Government.  


On matters of promising outlook, we have had some success with our engineers on development of earth friendly technologies.  One technology we have successfully created is a portable battery powered air conditioning unit to assist our citizens in the event of power outages from hurricanes or in other off grid applications.  We are working on development of portable solar electrical generators and should have a working prototype operational in the next few months.  Also our other solar technologies for cooking, water heating, water purification and alcohol fuel production are proceeding well and should be operational in the next year.  


On matters of our military forces we have been actively pursuing building these up to provide for the defense and protection of our nation.  We are happy to announce that the Timucua Coast Guard has a 17 foot sailing cutter nearing completion for assistance in water related missions.  This cutter will be one that is designed to leave as light an environmental footprint as possible on the earth.  This cutter will be available to assist with missions close to the coasts that involve the Timucua Coast Guard.  We will soon be actively recruiting members to enlist not only in our Timucua Coast Guard but also in our Land, Air and Naval Defense forces.  Field Marshal Kraft has been handling this well to the present time and will be receiving assistance over the next year to increase our numbers in strength in all branches of our military forces.  The next year looks promising for the development of our military forces.

 
On matters of gaining recognition we are daily gaining in this area on a step by step basis with the imposed powers as more and more people discover our nation's existence.  The next year promises to be more successful than the last in this area.


Overall the last year has been successful for our nation in spite of the economic challenges that we have faced.  We have proven to ourselves and to the world that we are a nation of innovative, creative, and ambitious people.  We look forward to the challenges and joys that the next year of our independence brings and we hope to achieve some new goals in addition to our old goals from last year.  This coming year we look to open a Timucua Academy and University for the education of our citizens in a variety of areas.  We are looking also are looking to open several other governmental programs to assist our citizens in the achievement of their goals and the pursuit of life, liberty and happiness.  


We look forward with hope and prayers to the Great Father above for another year of successful independence as a nation.  Thank you for all that each and every one of you do each day for our nation.  We are a great nation and will continue our pursuit for excellence in all of our endeavours.  May the Great Father bless each and every one of you and may the Great Father bless Timucua.
